From Karategin a direct and comparatively
easy line of communication leads along the Wakhshab up to the rich grazing grounds
of the wide Alai plateau. Ascending the latter to its eastern end, it then crosses the
watershed between the Oxus, and the Tarim at its lowest point the Taun-murun Pass,
and a short distance below, near the head-waters of the Kashgar river it joins the
great route which connects Kashgar with Farghana over the Terek-Dawan.

century Merv became the seat of a Metropolitan Archbishop and not only Nestorians
but Jacobites had their own bishops throughout all those regions... the monks of
Bactria were especially active, and they took the leading part in the religious syn-
cretism of the time. The famous legend of Barlaam and Josarhat is the work of a
Bactrian monk in the sixth century. Two centuries later we find a Christian and a
Buddhist monk of Bactria jointly composing Christian-Buddhist sutras. Oct., 1907,
J.R. A. S, p. 959. Now we have seen that these communities (xpucr. o6ui.) were
planted among the Huns and other barbarian tribes of Bactria, Seistan and Herat:
they appear to have influenced the art of Gandhara, and they were in constant
contact with the Indian Brahmans of those parts, who were numerous. The Buddhism
of Central Asia admittedly borrowed much from Christianity.

After the des-
truction of the empire of the Western Turcs (658—659 a. d.) China secured suze-
rainty over a vast region, which comprised both Eastern and Western Turkestan and
extended across the Oxus valley and to territories south of the Hindukush and wi-
thin the ancient confines of India. The rising power of the Thibetans, who from 670
to 692 a d. occupied Kashgar and the Tarim Basin, combined with dynastic troubles
in China itself, reduced Chinese dominion over those distant territories in the west
to a more or less nominal condition by the end of the eighth century. But the vic-
torius advance of the Arabs, resumed with fresh vigour during 705—715, under the
leadership of Qutayba ibn Muslim obliged the small states along the Oxus and in Sog-
diana to turn to the Imperial Court for protection, u cnbn. crp. ,8» ocobenHocTn cTp.

%) It-is certain that the extension under the T'angs of Chinese power westwards
(Stein op. cit., pp. 71, 72, 87) not only benefited intercourse with the Indian home
of Buddhism and its old seats in Central Asia but also facilitated the spread into
China of other religions from the-west. Both Christianity and the Zoroastrian cult
simultaneously profited by this opening for missionary entreprise. We know that in
621 a. d. the first fire-temple was erected at Ch’ang-an and ten years later the cult
of the celestial «God», i. e. of Ormazd, was preached in the Empire by the Magian
Ho-lu. The famous inscription of Hsi-an-pu, the old Ch’ang-an, attests the arrival
of the first Nestorian missionary A-lo-pén in 635(a. d.), with sacred books and images,
and the official approval of the doctrine preached by him in 638 by an Imperial edict.
It also shows that at the time when it was inscribed (781 a. d.) the connexion of the
Nestorian communities under the Bishop and Pore of Tzinisthan (China) with the
Patriarchal see of their Church, in distant Persia, was still maintaned. It cannot be
doubted that Eastern Turkestan was the route by which these first propagan-
dists and their clerical successors reached China; and it is a significant fact that the
last nomination of a Nestorian Metropolitan of China, by the Patriarch Timotheus
(778—820 a. d.) coincides with the period when that region was finally lost to the
T’angs. It is only reasonable to assume that the territory through which Nestorian
Christianity and Zoroastrianism had been transmitted to China it self possessed com-
munities attached to those religions. But at present direct evidence is available only
as regards the latter... Neither historical records nor antiquarian remains have as
yet come to light to illustraie the early spread of Christianity in the Tarim Basin,
previous to the conquest of this region by Islam. But by the middle of the thirteenth
century we find Kashgar.... mentioned in the list of the Metropolitan sees of the
Nestorian Church. Also Marco Polo when passing here on his way to China/(circ.
1273—1274 a. d.) notes of «Cascars that there are in the country many Nestorian
Christians, who have churches of their own. In Yarkand too he found Nestorian and,
Jacobite Christians.

After those twelve days journey (from Balc) you come to a fortified place called
Faican,where there is a great corn market. It is a fine place and the mountains that
you see towards the south are all composed of salt. Goes on his way from India to
China in the beginning of the 17th century halted for a month in Talhan.
The place was also visited about 38 years ago by Wood (196 p. ). Talecan was
known to the Chinese in the 7th century. The kingdom of Ta-la-kien descibed-
by Hiian-Tsang (]Julien, t. I, p. 35) can only be identified with Talekan. The chinese
annals mention the capture of Talecan by Chinghiz.The Yiian-shi writes the name
T’na-li-han.

Mit dieser Beschreibung stimmt diejenige des Wei-Su Kap. 102,
f. 20, welche aus den Aufzeichnungen Hui-sengs, des Reisegefdhrten
Sung-juns stammt, fast wortlich {iberein: «Das Reich Pah-hwo liegt
westlich von Koh-pan-to. Es ist noch k#lter. Menschen und Vieh wohnen
da zusammen in Erdhohlen. Es gibt dort ebenfalls hohe Schneeberge,
die in der Ferne aussehen als ob sie silberne Gipfel hitten. Man isst
da nur Kuchen von gebackenem Korn (Brot?), trinkt Kornbranntwein
und kleidet sich in wollene Jacken. Es bestehen dort zwei Wege; der eine
fithrt westwirts nach Jeh—tah, der andere — siidwestlich iiber U-Cang
(Udjana). Auch dies Land steht unter der Herrschaft der ]Jeh-tah».
Ganz abgesehen von der geographischen Reihenfolge beweist besonders
die Bemerkung iiber die beiden Wege, die von Pah-hwo nach Westen
und Siidwesten fijhren, dass unter diesem Lande nur Waxan ver-
standen werden kann.

Wir haben oben die Vermutung ausgesprochen, dass der zur Zeit
der T°ang genannte Staat Hu-mih identisch sei mit dem Konigreich
Kia-pei (Ka-pui) des Wei-su, welches dem alten Staat des hih-héu von
Hiu-mih gleichgesetzt wird und dieselbe Hauptstadt hatte wie dieser,
ndmlich die Stadt Ho-meh. Dass diese Gleichung nicht schon von den
Gelehrten der T‘ang-dynastie aufgestellt worden ist, welche Hu-mih
vielmehr dem kleinen Staate Niau-fei des Ts’ien-Han-$u gleich setzten,
spricht nach meiner Ansicht nur zu ihren Gunsten. Wir erhalten auf
diese Weise flir jenes Land allerdings eine verwirrende Vielnamigkeit,
die uns jedoch nicht irre machen darf. Hu-mih entspricht, wie wir oben
gesehen, dem heutigen Tale Waxan.
